In the opening match it was the Indians of Council Rock North versus the Redskins of Neshaminy.
Wrestling started in the 106lb. weight class which saw the Redskin’s Sam Rudolph take that one over
North’s James O’Donnell by a 5-2 decision. At 113, Mike Jeronis put up four for the Indians with an 18-6
major decision over Neshaminy’s Dominic Stabilito. Timmy Ambacher made short work of Blaise
Capriotti, pinning the Neshaminy 120 pounder in 0:50 seconds of the first period. In the 126lb. bout
Micah Haynes gave up a 9-7 decision to the Redskin’s Harry Wilson setting the team score at North 10
Neshaminy 6.

Johnny Dutrow outscored the Redskin’s Joe Simcox 17-0 to record the tech fall in 3:11 over the
Neshaminy 132 pounder. In the 138 pound bout Coach V' inserted Drew Parker and bumped everyone
else up. Drew wrestled a tough match against the Skin’s Ryan O’Connor, who was 7-3 on the season,
but got caught late in the third period and was pinned at 5:07. A look at the scoreboard saw the
Redskins pull to within three points with the score at 15-12.

With Drew Parker in the lineup meant that Tyler Kelly would go at 145 against Pat Hastings. No contest
as Tyler shut out Hastings 9 zip to record the major decision and put up four points for North. The Skin’s
Nate Russell started tough against the Indian’s Aldan Ely in the 152 pound bout. The bout went
scoreless in the first period, but Aldan caught Russell in the second period and the pin was called in
3:11. The team score Indians 25 Redskins 12.

Neshaminy took the 160 and 170 pound bouts before North put a string of three pins together in the
195, 220 and 285 pound bouts. At 195 Brendon Poff took on Scott Martoccio. Brendon was dominating
Martoccio 7-0 before pinning the Redskin in 1:17 of the second period. The Neshaminy coach had a
problem and he and the ref got into it at the scorer’s table. The outcome was that Neshaminy lost a
team point for unsportsmanlike conduct. Marston Bell followed with a pin of his own against the Skin’s
Joe Nicolosi. Marston gained the reversal and put Nicolosi on his back early in the second period and
the referee called the fall at 2:52. In the 285 pound bout, Tyler Callender had no problem with
Neshaminy’s Chris Wild. Tyler got the initial takedown and controlled Wild until the pin was called at
1:50. The final score North 49 Neshaminy 21.

This was a great win and a good start for the season. Before tonight North was 2 and 3. This win put the
team at .500 at 3and 3
